In public areas of the show ground horses/ponies must be ridden/led at 
walk. 
Please respect the hospitality of the landowners & take your litter home 
or use the bins provided. 
Do not clean out your horse box/trailer on the field. 
No refund of entry fees will be given. 
The judge’s decision is final & any objections must be handed to the 
secretary in writing with a £20 deposit, the deposit will be retained if the 
objection is not upheld. 
Dogs must be kept on a short lead & under control at all times. 
Horses & ponies must not be left unattended unless correctly secured 
inside the trailer/horse box. 
Age as of January 1st 2010. 
Any horse/pony jumping as a horse/pony must do so for entire season. 
Any person riding on a lead rein must do so for the rest of the event. 
Non members riding a member’s horse must pay non members entry 
fees. 
No horse/pony under 4 years of age can be ridden on the show ground.
